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From O’Hare International Airport

You will need to take the Chicago Transit Authority (CTA) first, followed by the
South Shore Line commuter rail.

The CTA station is located at the lowest level of the Main Parking Garage (next to
elevator center 4) and is accessible by pedestrian tunnels located in Terminals 1L 2%
and 3. (If you arrive in Terminal 5, take the Airport Transit System (ATS) to
Terminal 3 and follow the signs. )

Take the “Blue Line” from O’Hare to the Washington/Dearborn station by the
Richard Daley Center station downtown. Trains run every 8 minutes or less from 5
a.m. to 8 p.m. Monday through Friday. Currently, a one-way fare for the 45-minute
ride is $1.75. You may purchase a CTA card at any CTA ticket vending machine.
Disembark the CTA at the Randolph Street station.

Walk east on Randolph Street towards Lake Michigan (3 blocks). At the intersection
of Michigan Ave and Randolph St., go underground to South Shore Line and locate
the trains to Indiana. There is a schedule enclosed. Purchase a South Shore Line
ticket from an agent or ticket vendor (if you wait to purchase once you board the
train, there is an additional $1.00 fee). A one-way ticket is $6.35. You will
disembark the train at the Dunes Park RR Station. PLEASE CONTACT THE
ENVISION OFFICE TO NOTIFY THEM OF YOUR ARRIVAL TIME SO THE
SHUTTLE CAN BE THERE TO MEET YOU.

From Chicago Midway International Airport

You will need to take the Chicago Transit Authority (CTA) first, followed by the
South Shore Line commuter rail.

The CTA station is located near the parking garage (follow the signs to the Rail
Station).

Take the “Orange Line” from Midway to Randolph/Wabash. Trains run every 8
minutes or less from 5 a.m. to 8 p.m. Monday through Friday. Currently, a one-way
fare for the 45-minute ride is $1.75. You may purchase a CTA card at any CTA
ticket vending machine. Disembark the CTA at the Randolph/Wabash station.
Walk 1% blocks east on Randolph Street towards Michigan Ave (towards Lake
Michigan), go underground to South Shore Line and locate the trains to Indiana.
There is a schedule enclosed. Purchase a South Shore Line ticket from an agent or
ticket vendor (if you wait to purchase once you board the train, there is an additional
$1.00 fee). A one-way ticket is $6.35. You will disembark the train at the Dunes

From the South:

Take Interstate 65 North to 80/94 east, continuing on to the Porter/Burns Harbor
exit Hwy. 20.

Once off the interstate, continue east on Hwy. 20 approximately one mile to Mineral
Springs Road. Look for other park signs indicating Bailly Homestead/Chellberg
Farm.

Go north or left on Mineral Springs Road about 1/2 mile to Oak Hill Road.

Turn left or west on Oak Hill

Go 1/2 mile to Howe Road.

Turn left or south on Howe. After another 1/2 mile, the camp entrance will be on the
right. Enter through the stone gateway and follow the drive past the old Good
Fellow Lodge to the parking area adjacent to the Learning Center

From the East:

Take Interstate 94 west to Porter/Burns Harbor exit Hwy. 20 (or take the Indiana
Tollway, I-80/90 west, to Interstate 94 east to the same exit).

-Springs Road. Look for other park signs indicating Bailly Homestead/Chellberg

Go north or left on Mineral Springs Road about 1/2 mile to Oak Hill Road.

Turn left or west on Oak Hill

Go 1/2 mile to Howe Road.

Turn left or south on Howe. After another 1/2 mile, the camp entrance will be on the
right. Enter through the stone gateway and follow the drive past the old Good
Fellow Lodge to the parking area adjacent to the Learning Center

From the West:

Take 1-94 east to Porter/Burns Harbor exit at Indiana Hwy. 20 east, OR take the
Indiana Tollway (Chicago Skyway), I-90 east, to Interstate 94 east to the same exit.
Once off the interstate, continue east on Hwy. 20 approximately one mile to Mineral
Springs Road. Look for other park signs indicating Bailly Homestead/Chellberg
Farm.

Go north, or left, on Mineral Springs Road about 1/2 mile to Oak Hill Road.

Turn left, or west, on Oak Hill;

Go 1/2 mile to Howe Road

Turn left, or south, on Howe. After another 1/2 mile, the camp entrance will be on
the right. Enter through the stone gateway and follow the drive past the old Good
Fellow Lodge to the parking area adjacent to the Learning Center.
