1. What is near Idaho City now that couldn’t have been there when Grizzly     Willy lived there?

Landing strip

2. What is the approximate elevation of New Centerville?

1300-1340 would be acceptable

3. What is the name of the gulch that the Mayflower Mine is located near?

Confederate Gulch

4. Is the land around Mountain Chief Mine steep?  Why?

Yes, it’s steep – the contour lines are very close together.

5. On April 6, 1842, Grizzly Willy and Wanda stopped to camp where they could see a place with two peaks on a ridge to their south.  Between what gulch and what creek was this land feature located?

South Deadman’s Gulch and Shoemaker Creek

6. What is the highest elevation on Prospect Peak?

1320 feet

7. What is the exact elevation of Little Butte?  How do you know it is exact?

1065 feet – it is a black number

8. If you were to climb to the lookout on top of Squaw Butte today, what side would be the easiest to climb?  Why?

The west side would be easiest because it is not so steep – the contour lines are not as close together as on other sides.

9. Is Indian Jake’s house in a valley or on top of a hill?  How can you tell?

It is in a valley – the contour lines decrease in elevation as you approach Indian Jakes.  Also, streams, creeks, and rivers, flow through valleys – not on top of hills.

10. What valley does Webb Creek drain into?

Ola Valley

11. From the corral that Willy visited on June 11, 1842, which direction would he go if he wanted to enjoy the closest hot springs?

West or Northwest

12. What is the exact elevation of Fletcher Butte?

1760 feet

13. What is the exact elevation of Tree Spring Mountain?

1537 feet

14. What national forest would Willy be on today if he was on Buck Mountain?

Payette National Forest

15. How far is it between Buck Mountain and Wilson Peak (to the nearest mile)?

4 miles

Powerline

Collier Peak
