Directions for Completing Survey





Complete the survey for each site based on what is visible within a 100-yard radius.  Be as detailed and consistent as possible in recording your observations at each site.  If possible take photographs of the site.  To develop a better profile of the urban center you may want to select more sites to survey.  Remember the goal is to get a general overview for the urban environment and identify possible environmental investigations (research questions).  If available, use a topographic map, city street map, or aerial photograph to identify each site location and boundaries.  Conduct each observation for 30 minutes; remember that the time of day may bias your observations.
