Purpose of Reports





The bi-annual (December 15 and May 1) reports are designed to communicate team (Level I and II participant) activity during the academic school year.  The reports serve as documentation, evidence, of Level I and II participant activity during the academic year. ENVISION staff will use the reports to document Level I and II participant activity and to communicate participant activity to the National Science Foundation through the required annual progress report.  The reports may be reviewed by the National Science Foundation program officer to verify Level I and II participation in ENVISION.  Thus, the reports are extremely important in terms of documenting activity, evaluating progress, and receiving continued funding.





Who Submits the Reports





The report is a team report, constructed jointly by all Level I and II participants.  The ultimate responsibility of submitting the report lies with the Level I  contact teacher.





When are the Reports Submitted 





The reports are bi-annual, designed to reflect the academic school year.  The first report is to be submitted by December 15 and the second report is to be submitted by May 1.  For most participants the reports are only required for the academic year following the Summer Institute.  Some participants (Level I and II), however, will be required to complete follow-up reports to document continued implementation and or activity.





How are the Reports Submitted





The reports are submitted in hard copy or electronically (attached e-mail file or mailing of disk) to ENVISION.  You may, if you wish, share your report with other participants by posting your report on the list server, which we encourage.





What is Reported





The reports are to describe Level I and II participants' activity during the months preceding the due date.  The December report details the activity during the months of August through November; the May report covers the period of December through April.  The reports should briefly describe what Level I and II activity has taken place in terms of ENVISION requirements and training.  The following questions are designed to guide you in writing your team’s report:





What, how, and when did Level I participants train Level II participants?  How did the Level II training compare to your Summer Institute plan?


In what ways did Level I and II participants address their developed goals?


What environmental science content, activities, and assessments have Level I and II participants implemented in their classrooms, related to the ENVISION Summer Institute?


What “new” environmental science content, activities, and assessments have Level I and II participants implemented in their classrooms, expanding the ENVISION project?


What have Level I and II participants learned from the classroom implementation of ENVISION ideas?


What recognition has Level I and II participants received as a result of participating in ENVISION?
